STEPHEN MINISTRY is a ministry of

Paramount Baptist Church — led by members

of our congregation — which provides distinc-

tively Christian care to members (and others)

through development of one-on-one, confi-

dential, non-judgmental relationships.

• Are you experiencing difficulties with

your health, attitude or relationships?

• Are you adjusting to a change in marital

status, a serious illness, the death of a

loved one, a recent move, or a new job?

• Would you like to have someone in your

life who really cares?

How does the

referral process work?

�

1. A PERSON — either you, a relative or a

friend — is experiencing crisis and is in

need of Christian care.

2. THE STEPHEN MINISTRY referrals

coordinators, Marie Anderson or Sheliah

Babbitt, can be contacted to explore how

Stephen Ministry can be helpful to the per-

son experiencing crisis.

3 . IF APPROPRIATE, and with the per-

son’s permission, one of the Referrals

Coordinators arranges for a Stephen

Minister with similar life experiences to

meet with the person.

4. THE STEPHEN MINISTER continues

to provide distinctively Christian care for

the person, normally through weekly visits,

until there is mutual agreement that the

crisis is over.
